Introduction

Centre for Disaster Management (CDM) has been established at ATl Mysore in the year
2000-01 under the guidance of Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India. The centre
has been further strengthened during 2007-08. Four full-fledged Faculty members have been
appointed to the CDM with disciplines of Geology, Environmental Science, and
Civil/Structural Engg. /Housing etc. The Centre is funded by the Ministry of Home Affairs
Gol, National Institute of Disaster Management, New Delhi and Government of Karnataka.
The centre aims at fulfilling training needs of functionaries in the Government Departments,
Non-Government Organizations, Elected Representatives and the Community for effective
management of natural and manmade disasters in the state. The Guest resource persons
comprising senior Administrators in the Government, Disaster managers from Private/Non-
Government Organizations and various other agencies have been constantly used in the
training activities of the centre. The centre has established networking with various agencies

for exchange of experiences and expertise on various disasters in the state.

Aim

Centre for Disaster Management aims at building the capacities of the functionaries working
in the Government, Local Bodies and Non-Government organi zations who are responsible for

the management of the Natural and Manmade disaster in the state.

Vision

To become premier institute in the area of Capacity Building for Disaster Management  and

thereby reducing the risks of Disastersin the state.

Objectives

* To conduct training programmes and workshops on various issues of disaster
management at the state, district and sub-district level.

* To help the State Government in planning for preparedness, mitigation, relief and
rehabilitation for Disaster Management



e To undertake case studies, action research and documentation on disaster
management

* To provide professional support to the district administrations to formulate district
disaster management plans

* To organize mock drills on disaster management in co-ordination with concerned
departments and agencies

* To prepare and disseminate the information, education and communication materials
on disaster management

e To bring awareness among the community through different media such as TV/
Radio/News paper etc.
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The CDM is headed by the Director General ATIl, Mysore. Two Joint Directors of ATI
incharge Administration and Training provide necessary support to Faculty to carry out day
today activities of CDM. Four faculty members in the disciplines of Geology, Environmental
Science, GISRemote Sensing, Civil Engineering / Housing/ Planning are responsible for
implementing the entire training and research plan of the CDM under the guidance of DG.
Documentation Officer and Research Assistant provide professional support to the faculty
members for documentation of Case Studies, Action research and Best practices on Disasters.

As per the norms for funding the CDM, The National Institute for Disaster Management



(NIDM), Gol provides annual grant of Rs. 30 lakhs. The following table gives the financia
statement indicating the total receipts and expenditure during the financial year 2009-10.

Infrastructure

CDM shares its requirement with ATl Mysore. The Infrastructural facilitiesat ATl comprises
of six well equipped class rooms, Library, Computer Centers, Dispensary, Hostel and an
Administrative Block. One GIS laboratory is being planned to be established.

Library

The Library has a rich collection of more than 52000 plus records comprising printed
documents and also Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC) and networking. The Centre
has published 4 Case Studies, TNA, 3 Books and 3 Papers/ Articles.

Preparation of State & District Disaster Management Plans

The Department of Disaster Management, Government of Karnataka had assigned the task
of preparation of Karnataka State Disaster Management Plan (KSDMP) and Evaluation of
29 District Disaster Management Plans (DDMP) to the Centre for Disaster Management.
The centre has reviewed the existing 29 DDMPs and has conducted a two days state level
workshop on Formulation of State Disaster Management Plan in  which
about 16 eminent experts from the different field had participated. During the workshop, cha
pterizations, contents of the KSDMP were finalized. A few experts provided technical
inputs. 14 Digtrict level workshops of each 3 days duration covering al 4 regions in the state
were conducted for the preparation KSDMP. Based on the guidelines of NDMA, the Centre
could prepare the State Disaster Management Plan and the Plan has been submitted to the

Department of Disaster Management, Government of Karnataka.

In order to evaluate and reformulate 29 DDMPs, the Centre has thoroughly studied all the 29
DDMPs. Gaps in the existing DDMPs were identified and informed to the respective District
administrations for reformulation. A series of workshops were also conducted at the district
level for the officers and functionaries who were involved in preparation of DDMPs. Revised
DDMPs of al the districts as per the vulnerability profile are being prepared for the benefit of
the district administration and the State Government. 20 DDMPs have already been
reformulated.
